L ighted Tennis Cour ts:  Open daily from 7:00a.m. to 9:00p.m.  Contact the Parks & Recreation office for 
reservation of courts.  Rental of the six tennis courts are available seven days per week.  Contact the Parks 
& Recreation staff for rental information, prices, and availability.  
 
Tennis Court Fees:  Free, but reservations are required. 
 
Athletic Fields (Three lighted softball, two soccer , and one lighted football):  Contact the Parks & 
Recreation office for reservation of fields.  Rental of the fields are available seven days per week.  Contact 
the Parks & Recreation staff for rental information, prices, and availability. 
 
Skate Park   Open Monday –Fr iday 8:30a.m. to 9:00p.m. and Saturdays 8:30a.m. to 12:00p.m.

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RENTAL FEES 
All rentals are available seven days per  week. 

 
Gymnasium:   ½ day of 4 hours- $300.00, all day of 8 hours- $600.00.  Evening events- $600.00  
County can accommodate up to a 200 person event for tables, chair, etc. 
 
Community Rooms:  2 hours- $50 per room, 4 hours- $70 per room, 6 hours- $90 per room, 8 hours- $110 
pre room.  Each community room is equipped with tables; chairs counter space and can accommodate 
about 50 people.  All three community rooms can be joined together to hold about 150 people. 
 
L ighted Tennis Cour ts:  All six courts ½ day or 4 hours- $150.00, all six courts all day or 8 hours- 
$300.00.  No partial rentals. 
 
Athletic Fields:  one softball field- $200.00 per day, all three softball fields- $600 00 per day.  
Football Field- $200.00 per day, 1- soccer field- $200.00 per day, both soccer fields $400.00 per day 
(concessions will be provided and operated by the County’s Parks & Recreation Staff as requested). 
 
Picnic Pavilions:  ½ day or 4 hours- $50, all day or 8 hours- $100.  Each pavilion can accommodate about 
25 people and includes a grill and picnic tables. 
 
**All facility rentals will include an additional $50 non-refundable deposit at the time of reservation**  
 
**All athletic events using sports lighting will be charged an additional $30 per hour per field**  
 
* *All weekend tournaments will include a one time $250 supervisor  fee**

Movies and Moonlight is a free event offered to the public. The movie is 
shown on a 45 foot screen and starts around sunset. There is a full-line of 
concessions available and many other pre-movie events.   
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 Programs and Fees 

 
Park Hours of Operation- First weekend in March to first weekend in October . Dur ing the season 

the park is open from 7:00a.m.-8:00p.m. Monday-Sunday 
 
Swimming:   Season dates are Memorial Day Weekend to Labor Day Weekend. Beach hours are Monday-
Sunday 12-7p.m. with Lifeguards on duty at all times. 
 
Swimming Fees:   $3.00 for  adults and $2.00 for  students and 5 &  under  is admitted for  free.  This is a 
daily fee, and there are no family passes or seasonal passes available.  A full line of concession is available 
during the swimming season. 
 
Fishing:  Season Dates are the first weekend in March to the first weekend in October. Motor boats are 
allowed, and there is no size requirement for the boats.  The speed rule for the lake is 10 mph because of 
the depth and size of the lake. 
 
Fishing Fees: $3.00 per  person per  day.   
 
Boat Rental:  Boats can only be rented during the fishing season 
 
Boat Rental Fees:  $10.00 per day for John Boats, and Paddle Boats are $5.00 per  person for  2 hours.   
 
Picnic Pavilion:  Open daily during park hours. Rental of the picnic pavilion is available 7 days per week. 
Contact the Park caretaker for reservations of pavilion.   
 
Picnic Pavilion Fees: ½ Day or 4 hours- $25.00 or whole day or 8 hours $50.00. 
The Pavilion can accommodate about 100 people and include a grill, and picnic tables.  No lights or 
electricity is available. 
 
RV Camping:   Seasonal Dates are the first weekend in March to the first weekend in October.  Contact 
the Park caretaker for reservations of RV sites.  There is no minimum or maximum allowed time on RV 
sites.   
 
RV Camping Fees:  $18.00 per  night per  RV site. 
Each site includes water, electricity, picnic table, fire pit, and deck.  There are 35 RV camping sites 
available for rental and 10 sites have decks. 
*Tent camping is also available at the same fee as RV camping. 
 
Annual Programs:  Family Fun Day (Memorial Day Weekend) is filled with free swimming, fishing, 
food, games and pony rides.  It is an annual event that has brought over 5,000 visitors to the park over the 
last 4 years.   
 
Free Activities:  1 mile nature trail & playground
